Reigate Grammar School caters for over 1050 students aged
11 to 18. Another 600 students are educated at Reigate St
Mary’s Preparatory and Choir School and Chinthurst School,
RGS's junior and nursery schools - both recently shortlisted
for UK Independent Prep School of the Year. RGS offers the
very best academic education with equal prominence placed
on the arts, sport and a rich extra-curricular programme. RGS
has a distinctive educational philosophy and a strong ethos of
pastoral care underpinning a well-rounded education. The
House system has some clearly defined aims: for everyone to
feel part of a team; to allow leadership to be nurtured; talent
to shine; confidence to surge; teamwork to flourish; and
competitive spirit to develop. In the school’s academic culture
of intellectual freedom, the structure of the curriculum means
that students receive a strong grounding in core subjects but
can elect to pursue any area of interest.

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JOB DESCRIPTION

Science technicians have an essential role in science
education at Reigate Grammar School, where the sciences
are amongst the most popular and successful subjects. All
students study our bespoke, practical, focused, combined
science course in the Lower School (Years 7/8), followed by
all three sciences up to the end of the Fifth Form (Year 11)
when large numbers continue to A Level or BTEC Applied
Science courses. The three departments share twenty-six
teachers and six technicians between them and are housed
in a purpose-built facility at one end of the school site. There
are fourteen laboratories, five prep rooms and a technician
office, all with extensive resources.

Our technician team ensures that a wide range of apparatus
and materials are available, appropriately maintained and
stored effectively. In addition, they work closely with the
teaching staff to support innovations within the department.
Science technicians are encouraged to develop practical
protocols and support students to learn key practical skills.
This may include direct support to practical activities, aiding
staff in lessons and offering advice to students.

KEY RESPONSIBILITIES

department.

«  Keeping prep rooms, working areas and storage rooms
tidy.

«  Preparing, setting out and clearing away apparatus,
chemicals (making up solutions), textbooks, ICT and
audio-visual resources for classes.

«  Preparing experiments and demonstrations, and trialling
new activities and core practical experiments.

«  Providing on-call attention to hazardous spills, broken
glassware and other incidents.

«  Appropriate disposal of waste materials.

«  Auditing equipment and supplies and advising the
Heads of Department of impending shortfalls.

«  Following safety procedures within the guidelines of
COSHH regulations and CLEAPSS advice.

«  Prepare and follow risk assessments for experiments,
researching hazards and experimental methods where
necessary. Liaising with the technician team and Heads
of Science on improvements to safety.

- Liaising with other members of the technician team to
keep services running smoothly and helping the other
technicians, as appropriate, with their workload.

«  Servicing the laboratories.

- Maintaining class sets of equipment in each laboratory.

Updating departmental notice board displays

periodically.

Displaying current information about clubs, lectures etc.

Maintaining appropriate sets of textbooks.

Preparing, setting out, assisting at and clearing away

equipment and displays for open mornings and other

outreach school activities.

Preparing equipment for, and accompanying, field trips

and visits.

Preparing, clearing up and assisting with science

enrichment activities such as lunchtime Science clubs,

Science week workshops and CREST awards.

RGS science technicians need to be well motivated, flexible
and able to work cooperatively as part of a team. This post
requires initiative, excellent communication skills and the
ability to work both independently, as well as with fellow
technicians, teaching staff and students. Confidence using
Microsoft office software is advantageous.

The successful candidate will work collaboratively with the
technician team to support all three sciences. Experience in
Biology or Physics practical preparation, including at A Level,
would be particularly desirable. Please indicate relevant
experience and/or knowledge of biology, chemistry or
physics in your application.

All staff are actively involved in the co-curricular life of the
school,and we encourage staff to share their passions with our
pupils. Applications are especially welcome from staff who can
support with one of our key areas: Outdoor Education
(including DofE, CCF and Adventure Sports), Sports, or MUN,
Public Speaking and Debating.
